LOCAL RULES.

WATER HAZARDS (Rule 26)

Water hazards are defined by yellow stakes and/or lines.

Lateral water hazards are defined by red stakes and/or lines.

When both stakes and lines are used to define a hazard, the stakes identify the
hazard and the lines define the margin.

Drop Zone -1st, 9th and 12th holes. If a ball is in or it is known or virtually certain that
aball that has not been found is in the water hazard to the right of the 1st fairway, in
front of the 9th green and to the right of the 12th hole, the player may proceed under
Rule 26, or as an additional option drop a ball under penalty of one stroke in the
dropping zone on these holes.

EMBEDDED BALL

Through the green, a ball that is embedded in its own pitch mark in the ground may
be lifted, without penalty, cleaned and dropped as near as possible to where it lay
but not nearer the hole.

Exception 1: A player may not take relief under this Local Rule if the ball is
embedded in sand in an areathatis not closely mown.

Exception 2: A player may not take relief under this Local Rule if it is clearly
unreasonable for him to make a stroke because of interference by anything other
than the condition covered by this Local Rule.

STONES IN BUNKERS (Rule 24-1)
Stones in bunkers are movable obstructions.

OUT OF BOUNDS (Rule 27)

Beyond all boundary fences and areas demarcated by white stakes or lines and
beyond all estate roads.

Within the area of any vineyard, lavender field, olive grove or private garden as well
as the whole practice range area.

GROUND UNDER REPAIR (Rule 25)

Allnewly sodded areas.

All protective bowls cut around individual trees or shrubs.

If a player's ball lies in the area, or if it interferes with the player's stance or the area
of hisintended swing, the player must take relief under Rule 25-1.

IMMOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS (Rule 24-2)
The gravel road to the left of the 11th hole, including all ground between the road
and the lateral water hazard.

PROTECTION OF TREES

If a staked tree interferes with a player's stance or the area of his intended swing,
the ball must be lifted, without penalty, and dropped in accordance with the
procedure prescribed in Rule 24-2b.

DISTANCE MEASURING DEVICES

Players may use devices which measure or gauge distance. Any such device
which is also designed to measure other conditions which might affect a player's
play (e.g. gradient, wind speed, temperature, etc) is not permitted regardless of
whether such additional function is used.
